International Summer School 2023
1.Introduction
Based on the teaching content of the 2017 "Provincial Excellent English-taught Courses for Foreign Students in Jiangsu Universities" and the "13th Five-Year Plan" Provincial Excellent English-taught Courses for Foreign Students in Jiangsu Universities on "Children's Development and Education in China," this program includes six content modules related to school education: curriculum, arts education, mathematics and science education, language education, teacher education, and higher education. They are described as follows:

Module 1: Curriculum Reform in China: History and Reflection
    Module 1 primarily introduces the curriculum design and implementation in Chinese schools. Based on the national conditions such as population, economy, politics, and history, the curriculum in Chinese schools not only incorporates advanced educational ideas from the Western world, such as Rousseau and Dewey, but also reflects distinct Chinese characteristics, such as Chen Heqin's theory of active education and Tao Xingzhi's theory of life education. The teaching focus of this module is how to guide foreign students in interpreting the curriculum in Chinese schools.

Module 2: Arts Education in China
    Module 2 presents the patterns of children's artistic development and the characteristics of artistic abilities at different age stages through the analysis of artistic activities in Chinese schools. Based on this, it aims to guide foreign students in understanding the basic framework of the Chinese children's arts education system and the general teaching techniques employed in implementing arts education in Chinese schools. Additionally, it aims to provide an overview of the current status of children's arts education in China.

Module 3: Mathematics and Science Education in China


Module 3 presents the patterns of children's mathematical and scientific development and the characteristics of their development at different age stages through the analysis of mathematical and scientific activities in Chinese schools. Based on this, it aims to guide foreign students in understanding the basic framework of the Chinese children's mathematics and science education system and the general teaching techniques employed in implementing mathematics and science education in Chinese schools. It also provides an overview of the current status of children's mathematics and science education in China.

Module 4: Language Education in China

Module 4 presents the patterns of children's language development and the characteristics of their development at different age stages through the analysis of children's language activities. Based on this, it aims to guide foreign students in understanding the basic framework of the Chinese children's language education system and the general teaching techniques employed in implementing language education in Chinese schools. It also provides an overview of the current status of children's language education in China.

Module 5: Teacher Education in China
Module 5 covers the development and current status of teacher education in China, including pre-service training and in-service development. It aims to guide foreign students in understanding the professional development pathways and resources available to Chinese teachers, with a focus on comparing the professional development characteristics of teachers in schools, primary schools, urban areas, and rural areas.

Module 6: Higher education reform of China
Module 6 focuses on the current status and issues of higher education development in China. It follows the key construction policies regarding higher education at the national level and provides a detailed overview of the significant achievements made in higher education reform and development in China since the beginning of the reform and opening-up era. It also seeks to theoretically summarize the "Chinese experience" and "Chinese model" that have emerged from the reform and development of higher education in China.

In order to better serve students' learning and daily life, the project team will provide dedicated counselors responsible for student management, aiming to assist students in solving any difficulties they encounter. Additionally, arrangements will be made for international students to be paired with undergraduate and graduate students from Nanjing Normal University, fostering a supportive environment for shared learning and living. The college will also prepare a tote bag in advance for each student, containing the student handbook for this program, campus and surrounding area maps, and essential supplies such as pens. These bags will be distributed to students upon their arrival, enabling them to familiarize themselves with the program's content and activity schedule in advance. This proactive approach will help students gain early insights into the surrounding living environment and shorten their adaptation period, facilitating their swift engagement in their studies.


In terms of living guidance, to help students quickly familiarize themselves with Nanjing and integrate into the local life, the project team will prepare a dedicated "Living Handbook." This handbook will provide essential information such as living tips in Nanjing, communication resources, local transportation guidance, bookstore recommendations, and upcoming cultural events, offering detailed insights into various aspects of living in Nanjing for the students.

In terms of accommodation and meals, students will have a buffet-style breakfast provided by the hotel. The summer school will provide free lunch for the participants.

Meanwhile, the summer school will provide free accommodation for the participants. They will be accommodated in standard rooms, with two students sharing one room. The rooms will be fully equipped with amenities such as air conditioning, 24-hour hot and cold water supply, en-suite bathroom with shower, comfortable beds, wardrobe, television, and both wired and wireless internet access. Additionally, dedicated staff will be responsible for room cleaning to ensure a clean and comfortable living environment for the students.
