Research on factors of external agency cooperation in support of children with disorders in pre-schools.
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B Outline (Research Purpose, Details, Results and Future issues, etc.)

1. Purpose

In recent years, the need for job security and improvement of working conditions for preschool
teachers has been identified as a problem. Furthermore, the percentage that teachers were a mental
breakdown has reached to 59.3% in institutions attended by children with disorders. Specific
stresses such as “there is no equipment suited to the types of disorders” and “l question my
expertise and fear difficulties related to responding to parents” in the facilities serving children
with disorders have been ascertained. This problem will become an important issue not only in
special preschools attended by children with disorders described above, but also in kindergartens
and nursery schools where children with disorders are enrolled. On the other hand, it is expected
that cooperation with external agencies with expertise should reduce the stress described above
and improve the mental health problems of preschool teachers. In fact, in many preschool
institutions, to provide support for children with disorders, it is necessary to pay attention to and
cooperate with external agencies, such as Schools for Special Needs Education. In addition,
welfare offices have become mainstream. Moreover, a great deal of research has been
accumulated (Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology 2009 and Ministry
of Health, Labour and Welfare 2007, etc.). However, there has been insufficient study regarding
the actual conditions of cooperation with external agencies and the requirements for establishing
cooperation. The purpose of this study was to clarify the actual conditions of cooperation in
support of children with disorders and the factors that lead to cooperation in preschool

institutions.
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2. Method

We conducted pilot interviews in a kindergarten and nursery school in Yamagata prefecture in
September 2013. Then, we created a questionnaire based on the results of the interviews. Using a
quota sampling method, we selected 250 institutions out of 350 kindergartens, licensed nursery
schools, and non-registered childcare institutions of five districts in Sendai city and requested
their participation in the study. We received responses from 138 institutions (55.2% response
rate). They answered questions related to total number of children, enrollment of children
diagnosed with or suspected of having disorders and their response to them, external agencies
which they cooperate with, the opportunities they had to cooperate with external agencies, and the

contact persons dealing with external agencies.

3. Results

Forty-four out of 138 institutions responded that they had no children diagnosed with or
suspected of having disorders. On the other hand, such children were enrolled in 94 institutions.
As for the relationship between total number of children and the prevalence of children with
disorders, the majority of institutions that had no (76.7%) or only 1 (61.6%) child with had 100
children or less. Among the institutions had only 1 child with, 61.6% of had 100 or less, 31.9%
had 101 to less than 300, and 5.1% had 300 children or more. On the other hand, among the
institutions that had 2 to 4 children with disorders, the proportion of institutions that had 101 to
less than 300 children increased. In terms of treatment for children with certain disorders or who
were suspected having disorders, of the 95 institutions with at least 1 such child, 24 (25.3%)
institutions only provided care in ordinary. Fifty-three (56.4%) cooperated with some external
agencies. Thirty-nine (41.5%) offered internal training. Eight (8.5%) answered “Others.” The
proportion cooperated with external agencies was above half. This result demonstrates that
cooperation with external agencies is important to treat children with disorders or being suspected
of. On the other hand, regarding “children who require special care,” out of 95 institutions, 41
(43.2%) provided care in ordinary, and 46 (48.2%) offered internal training on working with these
children. Moreover, many institutions cooperate with external agencies (31 institutions, 32.6%).
Concerning external agencies, 39 (66.1%) cooperated with the local center for children and adults
with developmental disorders (Archil). Moreover, we clarified that the head of the institutions
took the role of contact person.

Regarding the initiation of cooperation, 75.5 % of institutions that have cooperated with certain
external agencies contacted the agencies directly or vice versa. Therefore, it seems that they had

already known each other. From these results, we could not determine how they knew each other
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or cooperated between the institutions and agencies began.

4. Future Issues

We investigated cooperation between preschool and kindergarten institutions and external
agencies. The following limitations to our study were raised: we could not detect the beginning of
cooperation because we did not distinguish who (the head of the institution or the external
agency) initiated contact. In the future, in order to investigate the beginning of cooperation, we

should focus on how the institutions and agencies knew and contacted each other.
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
